Moving a stone that weighs 2.5 tons is no easy task. In order to move these stones, the
Egyptians made a kind of movable road made of logs. They would uh ... rub animal fat on the logs
to make them slippery, and then they would drag the stones over the logs. This was a slow
process, but it allowed the Egyptians to move the stones over great distances. For the larger
stones, like those at the bottom of the pyramids, the Egyptians built large rafts and transported
the stones by water.

In her lecture, the professor talks about how the Egyptians overcame certain challenges
involved in building the pyramids. One problem mentioned in the reading is that the stones used
to build the pyramids were extremely heavy and had to be transported over long distances.
According to the professor, the Egyptians used logs that had been greased with animal fat to help
them move the smaller stones used in the pyramids. The animal fat made the logs slippery and
this made it easier to move the logs over them. In this way, the Egyptians were able to move the
stones over the long distances from the quarries to the construction sites. For the larger stones,
the Egyptians built large rafts and moved them by water.

Another problem faced by the pyramid builders was how to get these large and heavy stones
to the upper levels of the pyramids. Of course they did not have cranes like the ones used in
modern construction. The professor says that the Egyptians built a dirt ramp leading up to the
pyramid. Rather than trying to lift the huge stones, the Egyptians simply slid them up this ramp.
This is how they overcame the challenge of building the top part of the pyramids. Once a pyramid
was completed, the Egyptians removed the ramp.

In the lecture, the professor talks about planets that have been discovered around other stars
in the galaxy. What the professor says about these planets supports the reading’s claim that it is
unlikely that life will ever be found on another planet.

First, the professor points out that most of the planets that have been found are large planets
like Jupiter, and that most of these planets orbit very close to their stars. This means that they are
too hot to support life. The professor says that the discovery of these planets suggest that
planets like Earth are extremely rare.

Yes, they do have several
safety devices, but driving along a busy highway doesn’t guarantee that these devices will save
your life. For example, a driver may think that because his smart car has anti-lock brake systems
or ABS, he’s safe. The driver may lose control of the car because on soft and slippery surfaces
like snow and ice, ABS may not work efficiently. You see my point?

OK, what else? Let’s see ... smart cars don’t actually have any effect on traffic situations. They
are small and compact, but that doesn’t make any real difference when you’re in the midst of
traffic. Driving along a narrow road or along a highway has more to do with the driver’s skill and
the condition of the car than with its size. In Europe, where smart cars were first introduced,
people still have the same traffic problems as they had before smart cars were introduced.

Lastly, smart cars are expensive to own and maintain. They may need less gasoline than
regular cars, and be cheaper to buy, but their parts are technologically advanced and therefore
more costly. Um, for example, smart cars are manufactured from high-tensile steel and have
computerized engine systems and ABS. Repairing and replacing these parts definitely requires a
lot of money.

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Some of you may have heard that it’s a good idea to start teaching kids a second language as
early as possible. There is a lot of evidence, however, showing that this may not be a good idea.

For one thing, while very young children are naturally better language learners than older
children, there is some evidence that learning a second language at a young age also causes
problems. There have been several studies of children who grow up in bilingual families, where
they learn two languages. These studies have shown that while these children do learn the
second language very quickly, eh ... they never fully develop their language abilities in their first
language. In other words, they learn two languages, but they never completely master either
language.

In addition, young children have extremely limited attention spans. A typical 3 or 4 year old
may be able to focus his or her attention for perhaps uh ...

The professor points out that while young children are better language
learners, learning a second language at an early age can interfere with their ability to learn their
first language. The professor cites studies of bilingual families that show that the children in these
families never fully master their first language.

The professor also challenges the reading’s claim that the natural enthusiasm that young
children have for learning makes them better suited to learn languages. She admits that young
children are eager learners, but she also points out that they have very limited attention spans and
can only focus their attention for short periods of time. According to the professor, this makes
them very difficult to teach.

Finally, the professor points out that if a child learns a language at an early age, then the child
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will have less time to play with other children. As a result, the child’s social skills will be less
developed. According to the professor, these social skills are more important to future success
than the study skills a child may gain from learning a second language at an early age.

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Well ... you're probably familiar with genetically modified foods, foods that have been
artificially altered in some manner to enhance or remove a specific characteristic. This is a pretty
bad idea, and there are a couple of reasons why.

First of all, genetically modifying food is an unnatural process. This is because it’s fairly new.
We haven’t had time to fully understand the long-term health effects of eating these foods. For
example, soy beans in Britain were modified to be herbicide resistant. Umm ... however,
researchers found that these same beans also caused a fifty per cent increase in soy allergies.

Secondly, genetically modified foods don’t really address the problem of world hunger. In
theory, stronger, more healthful crops from enhanced seeds could benefit people in poor
countries.

In the lecture, the professor talks about how genetically modified foods are not as beneficial as
the reading claims. The professor disputes the three main points made in the reading.

First of all, she says that genetically modifying foods does not make them any healthier, and
sometimes even has the opposite effect. She mentions that modified soy beans in Britain were
actually responsible for a significant increase in soy allergies. According to the professor, we do
not really know much about the long-term health benefits of modified foods.

Furthermore, the professor claims that genetically engineered foods will not help the world’s
hungry, because farmers in poor nations will not be able to afford the special seeds. She admits
that in theory, the poor could benefit from more healthful crops, but says the companies that
make the seeds are motivated by profit and are more interested in selling their products to rich
countries than to poor ones.
