Lastly, teenage girls have a good influence on their male peers, as girls mature
faster than boys. Without girls, it would be harder for teachers to maintain male students, who tend to be more
aggressive than girls. In summary, coeducational schools benefit students and teachers in many ways, and | prefer
coeducational schools to single-sex schools.
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The problems of coeducation outweigh its advantages. First, students are distracted by the presence of the
opposite sex. For example, many students in coeducational schools will make lots of efforts to attract the opposite
sex, thus neglecting their studies. Second, coeducational schools are more expensive to run. Coeducational
schools need separate facilities for boys and girls. For instance, because subjects like sex education need to be
taught separately, more classrooms and teachers are needed. Lastly, coeducational schools create social problems
like teenage pregnancy. Teenage pregnancy in coeducational schools is constantly on the rise. To sum up,
coeducation creates many problems for education and school operations, and | think single-sex schools provide a
better academic environment for students.
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
