He was also one of the first to
discover how to fight bacteria. In 1862 he discovered
that boiling liquids would kill many of the dangerous
bacteria they contained. He was also the first to use
garlic as a way of fighting bacteria. He devoted his life to
developing vaccines for people who suffered from
diseases such as cholera.

This has led
many to believe that, billions of years ago, water and
possibly life existed on Mars. So yes, life may have once
existed on Mars. However, it's important to remember
that it's impossible for life to exist on the planet today,
for a number of reasons.

For example, did you know it
takes more than 1 year for the earth to rotate around the
sun? It actually takes 365.2564 days. The extra 0.2564
day is the reason we must have leap years every four
years, to balance the time out. Here’s something else
you probably didn’t know: our planet will probably die in
about 5 billion years, because that's when the sun is
expected to explode, engulfing our little planet.

| want to talk about a form of learning called classical
conditioning. The best example of classical conditioning
is found in the dog experiments of lvan Pavlov. lvan
Pavlov was a physician, and in the 1890s he was
studying the digestive system of dogs. Now, when dogs
eat food, they produce saliva, that wet liquid we all get in
our mouths. During this research, Pavlov noticed that
dogs would start to drool and salivate as soon as they
saw him coming; before they got any food. He
hypothesized that the dogs didn’t just produce saliva
biologically; they also learned to produce saliva
whenever they thought they were getting food. So they



learned to associate the stimulus of seeing him with the
production of saliva. He proved this by ringing a bell
right before he fed the dogs. Soon, the dogs learned to
associate the stimulus of a ringing bell with meal time.
So, anytime Pavlov rang the bell, the dogs would
salivate, even if he didn’t give them something to eat.

: The misinformation effect is something that happens to

all of us. Basically, it means that information we receive
can affect the way we remember something.

: Can you give us an example?
: Well, the most famous example is the Reconstruction of

Automobile Destruction study by Elizabeth Loftus and
John Palmer. They showed people video of a car
accident. Then they asked them how fast the car was
traveling when it contacted the other car.

W: What was the result?

M: The average answer was 50 kilometers per hour.
However, when they asked the question in a different
way, people gave different answers.

W: What do you mean?

M: When they asked how fast the car was going when it
smashed into the other car, people said 66 kilometers
per hour. This is the misinformation effect; different
words — pieces of information — affected how people
remembered the accident.

product—-GDP-and all the ways it can show us how
strong an economy is. Until recently, a lot of economists
thought that the higher the GDP of a country was, the
better off its citizens were. However, that is not always
the case. Factors involved in measuring standards of
living include things like access to health care, income
inequality, and life expectancy, and these are factors
that are relatively unaffected by GDP. The United States
has the highest nominal GDP in the world, but millions
of people are without health care, and the average life
expectancy is surprisingly low. Iceland, which has the
101 ranked GDP, actually ranks higher than the United
States in standard of living. Perhaps the best example is
China. They are one of the richest nations on earth
according to GDP statistics. Yet their problems with
disease, poverty, and pollution are well documented. So
you can see that these two factors aren't as tightly
linked as experts once thought.
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: What is the message the man is trying to convey?
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W(teacher): Let's begin our debate by talking about alcohol
advertisements.
